Pool Play: Begins at 8:00 am on ALL Courts.  Warm-up will begin immediately for the next 
match. 
 
17Gold Division: Best 2 out of 3 sets (games) to 25 points, with the score starting at 0 points. If 
the 3rd set is necessary, score starts at 0 and goes to 15. Two pools of four. 
 
18Gold Division: Best 2 out of 3 sets (games) to 25 points, with the score starting at 0 points. If 
the 3rd set is necessary, score starts at 0 and goes to 15. Three pools of four.  
 
Tie Breaking procedure:  
We will use the USAV guidelines for tie breaking procedures, starting on page 192 
 
Tournament Play:  
17 Gold Division  
Top two in each pool will advance to the Championship Bracket. Remaining teams in each pool 
will advance to the Consolation Bracket. Teams will be seeded in their appropriate bracket 
according to matches (won-lost), then games (won-lost) and then by points, if necessary. 
 
18 Gold Division  
Top two in each pool will advance to the Championship Bracket. Remaining teams in each pool 
will advance to the Consolation Bracket. Teams will be seeded overall in their appropriate 
bracket according to matches (won-lost), then games (won-lost) and then by points, if necessary.
